Sharp enamel points forming on cheek teeth, causing lacerations to cheeks and tongue
Retained caps (deciduous teeth that are not shed)

Discomfort caused by bit contact with the wolf teeth

Long and/or sharp canine teeth interfering with the insertion or removal of the bit
Lost and/or broken teeth

Abnormal or uneven bite planes

Abnormally long teeth

Infected teeth or gums

Misalignment due to congenital defects or injury

Periodontal (gum) disease

SYMPTOMS OF DENTAL PROBLEMS -

Loss of feed from the mouth while eating, difficulty chewing or excessive salivation
Weight loss or poor body condition

Large or undigested feed particles in the manure

Head tilting or tossing, bit chewing, tongue lolling, fighting on the bit, resistant to bridling

Treasurer’s Report: Doris presented the Treasurer’s report. The final 2006 financial statements were
distributed. The tax liability for 2006 was under $100. The 2007 budget is running on track (regarding net
income). Sue Schwend motioned to accept the report as amended and Sue Malmstrom seconded the motion. The
board approved.

Correspondence: Polly read incoming correspondence.

Stirrup: Polly is seeking input for the Stirrup. The email distribution has significantly reduced mailing costs.
Horse Activities: The Shirlee Parini Clinic is full. There are still 3 slots for the Brandie Halls Clinic. An ad will
be published in the Wrangler regarding these openings.

Joey and Jim are coordinating the ordering of the ribbons.

Jim will be submitting some info to the Stirrup regarding a belt buckle design contest for club members. Jim is
also seeking sponsors for the belt buckle awards.

The board discussed the possibility of a Circuit Award for Horse Shows. If implemented, it would be a self-
funding function and the cost would not be borne by the club members. There has been some concern by non-
members regarding the end-of-year awards. End-of-year awards are a club functions and are for members only.
Membership: Sue Malmstrom shared a current roster. We have received one new membership application (will
be posted in Stirrup). One more mailing will be sent out regarding payment of 2007 dues.

Social Activities: The Spring Fling is still on. Nancy drafted a notice to be mailed/ emailed to members. The
Silent Auction will start at 7 pm; closeout and a live auction will be at 8:30. The band will start at 9 pm. Nancy
requested a $200 increase for food. Sandie motioned to accept and Jimmie seconded. The board approved.
Rentals: The board reviewed a draft agreement for the Rental Manager. It will be amended and implemented.
Doris motioned to accept the agreement as amended and Nancy seconded. The board approved.

The rental duties were turned over to the new Rental Manager. All rental inquires should be made through the
BSC phone number and the messages will be forwarded to the Rental Manager.

Unfinished Business: The YRA has signed an agreement with another facility but has inquired about using the
BSC arena as a rainout location.

Troy Namen presented a bid on the roof for the clubhouse and timer shed. Troy recommended the board consider
repairing the structure before installing a new roof. There are 3 rotten logs on the west end of the facility, and the
NE corner needs to be reinforced and raised. Troy is working on getting an estimate for us on replacing the 3
logs. Troy also recommended purchasing the insulation board now for the roof , as the price is $6 a sheet, but is
going up to $12 very soon. The BSC could store the pallets on site. If the BSC goes with an “in-stock” color for
the roof metal, we can return unused supplies (metal and nails).

Teri contacted Northwestern Energy and got a waiver so that we can remove the old arena lights and install the
new ones at the same time, then send in for the rebate. Teri also made arrangements with CAT to provide BSC
with a lift at no charge to replace the arena lights.

The board is still seeking bids to construct a trophy case inside the club house. Would prefer to have the case
constructed prior to the first clean up date (April 15).

New Business: The board wanted to reiterate that club members can use the facilities if they hire a trainer for a
private lesson. If a member is interested in giving lessons and using the BSC arena, they must rent the arena. If a
trainer is interested in giving lessons and using the BSC arena, they must rent the arena.

Director Reports: The 5-year maintenance plan is still on track. Sandie will also draft up a recommended list of
chores to be done inside the club house the first clean-up date (April 15).
